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“HELP. HOPE. HUMANITY.” This is the motto of the Huntington Family Centers (HFC). When you enter the lobby of Huntington at 405 Gifford Street you are greeted immediately by
friendly staff, and perhaps even neighbors of yours. HFC is like a neighbor on the Near Westside, they have been a presence in the City of Syracuse for over 90 years and specifically on

Gifford Street for nearly 50 years.

HFC formed from the settlement house movement of the late 1800s when well-to-do, reform-minded citizens moved into poor
. neighborhoods to serve as mentors, role models, advocates, teachers and providers of basic human services. Settlement House
workers valued and tended to the total needs of their clients by providing housing, nutrition classes, English lessons, parenting
' classes, guilds for arts, crafts, music, and more. This proud tradition continues today at HFC, where all who walk through the door
are greeted with respect by staff who value the gifts and strengths of each individual and who carry out HFC’s mission of dedication
' to the “preservation and strengthening of families in Onondaga County,” by way of more than 15 programs that serve 6,000

individuals each year.

HFC is named after Arria Huntington, a local social reformer and community organizer, who left behind a legacy of prison reform,
H U N T I N G T O working on shelters, helping the passage of child labor laws in the state, and together with her father, Episcopal Bishop Frederic
Huntington, founded the Good Shepherd Hospital and the Visiting Nurse Association.

FAMILY CENTERS

HFC proudly carries on these traditions of caring and assisting people in our community with innovative social programming,
reaching out to underserved populations, and addressing the sometimes harsh realities of today. They have a dedicated team, many
of whom have been there over 20 years; some 30 plus years. Today’s programming serves the whole family, from Pre-K programming, youth services, and adolescent programming,
to parenting classes, senior programs, and many more. They work in collaboration with other agencies on the Near Westside to provide GED classes, job readiness, and other needed

programs.

HFC fue nombrado por Arria Huntington, un reformador social local y
organizador de la comunidad, que dejo un legado de la reforma penitenciaria,
trabajando en centros de acogida, ayudando a la aprobacion de leyes sobre
trabajo infantil en el estado, y junto con su padre, el obispo episcopal Frederic
Huntington, fundé el Hospital del Buen Pastor y la Asociacion de Enfermeras
Visitante.

HFC lleva con orgullo en estas tradiciones de cuidar y ayudar a las personas
en nuestra comunidad con programas sociales innovadores y llegar a las
poblaciones subtendidas, y abordar las realidades a veces duras de hoy. Ellos
tienen un equipo dedicado, muchos de los cuales han estado alli mas de 20
afios, y algunos mads de 30 afios.

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Q&A with Suzanne Williams,
Executive Director of Habitat for Humanity

How did you end up in Syracuse? How did you become involved with Habitat for
Humanity?

| was born in Syracuse, although | later lived in and completed grade school in another
place. | came back to Syracuse after | graduated from high school. | attended OCC and
Syracuse University, and | interviewed for my current position as Executive Director at the
encouragement of a friend.

What exactly is Habitat
for Humanity?

Habitat for Humanity
International is a non-
profit agency whose
mission is to eliminate
substandard housing in

the world. Habitat for
Humanity International

has built more than

300,000 houses in more than 90 countries, with more than 50,000 of those having been
constructed in the United States. Habitat is an organization that strongly believes in
“lending a hand up, not a hand out,” and works to empower people and give them the
tools to change their own lives.

What is the history of Syracuse Habitat for Humanity?

Syracuse Habitat for Humanity, Inc. (SHFH) has been building and renovating homes for
27 years. During that time we built over 56 new homes and contributed an estimated
$25.5 million in cumulative direct economic impact in the Central New York region. Over
the past six years specifically, we have built twenty-three homes on the Near Westside.
When we started building here we were alone, however now there are several other
organizations working here, which | think is great.

When SHFH started the neighborhood revitalization, we just did not have the money

to advertise or the partnerships to make the big business changes that are now being
recognized. The partnership with SU has been extremely beneficial, due to the fact that
SU-sponsored-builds really help draw media attention to what the organization is involved
in.

What are some of the projects that the organization is currently involved in?

We are currently building five houses, two of which are geared toward disabled veterans
and their families. We also have a youth united program for children and young adults
ranging in age from 5-25 years old. SHFH also runs ReStore, which diverts usable building
and home improvement materials from local landfills and sells these items to the general
public at a fraction of typical retail prices. The ReStore is open Monda -Thursday from
10am - 4pm, Friday from 10am-6pm, and Saturday from10am-4pm.The ReStore also
accepts donations of recycled building materials. If someone has materials they would like
to pick-up or drop-off they can call (315) 475-9172.

What are some of the greatest changes you have seen so far?

The two greatest changes | have seen in the neighborhood so far are the residents’
involvement in the revitalization effort and the increase of business at our ReStore. More
and more residents are buying materials at the ReStore to fix up their homes and we have
seen a direct correlation between the increase in sales and the amount of new builds and
renovations going on throughout the neighborhood.

Humanidad?

¢Qué es exactamente Habitat para la Humanidad?

Habitat para la Humanidad Internacional es un organismo sin fines de lucro cuya misién
es eliminar la infravivienda en el mundo. Habitat para la Humanidad Internacional

ha construido mas de 300.000 casas en mas de 90 paises, con mas de 50.000 de los
que han sido construidos en los Estados Unidos. Habitat es una organizacion que cree
firmemente en “echar una mano”, y trabaja para empoderar a las personas y darles las
herramientas para cambiar sus propias vidas.

éCual es la historia de Syracuse Habitat para la Humanidad?

Syracuse Habitat para la Humanidad, Inc. (SHFH) ha hecho la construcciéon y renovacion
de viviendas por 27 afios. Durante ese tiempo hemos construido mds de 56 nuevas
viviendas y contribuimos con un estimado de $ 25.5 millones en el acumulado del
impacto econdmico directo en la regidon central de Nueva York. Durante los ultimos seis
anos, en concreto, hemos construido veintitrés viviendas en el Near Westside. Cuando
comenzamos a construir aqui nos quedamos solos, sin embargo, ahora hay varias otras
organizaciones que trabajan aqui, que creo que es genial.

Cuando SHFH comenzd la revitalizacion de vecindarios, simplemente no tenia el dinero
para hacer publicidad o alianzas que hagan los cambios que las grandes empresas

que ahora estan siendo reconocidos. La colaboracion con SU ha sido muy beneficioso,
debido al hecho de que las construcciones patrocinados por SU se basa realmente en
ayudar a llamar la atencion de los medios de comunicacién que la organizacion esta
involucrado.

¢éCuales son algunos de los proyectos en que la organizacion esta involucrado?
Actualmente estamos construyendo cinco viviendas, dos de las cuales estan dirigidas

a los veteranos con discapacidad y sus familias. También tenemos un programa de
jovenes unidos por los nifios y los jovenes de edades comprendidas entre 5-25 afios

de edad. SHFH también funciona ReStore, que pone a venta los materiales Utiles y de
mejor condicidn al publico en general a una fraccién del tipico precio. El ReStore esta
abierto lunes a jueves desde las 10am hasta las 4pm, viernes de 10 am a 6 pm, y sabado
from10am-4pm.The ReStore también acepta donaciones de materiales de construccion
reciclados. Si alguien tiene material que les gustaria para recoger o dejar se puede
llamar al (315) 475-9172.

¢éCuales son algunos de los mayores cambios que hemos visto hasta ahora?

Los dos cambios mas grandes que he visto en la zona hasta el momento son la
participacion de los residentes en el esfuerzo de revitalizacion y el incremento de
negocio en el ReStore. Mas y mas personas estan comprando los materiales en el
ReStore para arreglar sus casas y hemos visto una correlacion directa entre el aumento
de las ventas y la cantidad de nuevas construcciones y renovaciones pasando en todo el
vecindario.

¢Como puede la gente que estd interesada en ser voluntario saber mas acerca de
